FROM WESTCHESTER, THE AIRPORT AREA 
& THE SOUTH BAY
Take the San Diego (405) Freeway north. Exit at Jefferson 
Blvd. Turn right onto Jefferson, and proceed straight crossing 
Sepulveda. The street name will change to Playa. Where 
Playa curves north about 1/4 mile farther, it becomes Over-
land Ave. Proceed north on Overland past two stop signs. 
The next light is Freshman Drive. Turn right onto the campus.

FROM WESTWOOD, SANTA MONICA & THE 
SAN FERNANDO VALLEY
Take the San Diego (405) Freeway south. Exit at Jefferson 
Blvd. Turn left onto Jefferson, and proceed straight crossing 
Sepulveda. The street name will change to Playa. Where 
Playa curves north about 1/4 mile farther, it becomes Over-
land Ave. Proceed north on Overland past two stop signs. 
The next light is Freshman Drive. Turn right onto the campus.

FROM DOWNTOWN LOS ANGELES
Take the Santa Monica (10) Freeway west. Exit at Overland 
Ave. Turn left, and proceed south on Overland about 5 miles. 
Continue past Jefferson Blvd. and make a left turn at the sec-
ond signal, Freshman Drive.

FROM LADERA HEIGHTS & INGLEWOOD
Take Slauson west to Hannum (by Fox Hills Mall, 1 block east 
of Sepulveda) and turn right. Make a right at Playa. Playa 
curves north and becomes Overland Ave. Proceed north on 
Overland past two stop signs. The next light is Freshman Drive. 
Turn right onto the campus.

FROM LA CIENEGA
Turn west on to Rodeo. Rodeo becomes Jefferson Blvd. Then, 
turn left onto College Blvd. which brings you on to the campus.
